D’ou Venons-nous? Que Sommes-nous? Ou Allons-nous?
Where do we come from?  What are we?  Where are we going?

Paul Gauguin’s masterpiece, “Where do we come from?  What are we?  Where are we going?” addresses some of the “Ultimate” questions which human beings ponder throughout life.  He responds to these questions through paint and canvas, a pictorial last will and testament.  

Part  A.  Gauguin’s masterpiece is a Triptych, a three-part painting.  Using watercolor, oil pastel, colored pencil or marker, create a triptych of your own in which you portray your own musings about three ultimate questions that preoccupy your life.  e.g.  Why am I Here?  What is the meaning of life?  What happens after I die? You may also respond to Gauguin’s questions.  Remember that interpreting symbols and using one’s imagination are powerful ways of communicating truth that are often larger than the words we have to explain them.  
Part B.    

· Accompanying your triptych, describe three ultimate questions that you are wrestling with.  They may be the same as Gauguin’s questions or they may be different

· Give a detailed description of your drawing in a one to two page typed, double spaced paper.  

· Be sure to explain the reason behind your choice of symbols and how they connect to your own musings on the ultimate questions. 

· Clearly explain whether your answers are based on the teachings or beliefs of the religion you practice, or if they come out of your own personal convictions.
