Course Description
This year-long course involves students in an exploration of themselves as young women growing in body, mind, and spirit.  Students study the nature of faith, the basic beliefs of Catholic Christianity, and the charism of St. Julie Billiart and the Sisters of Notre Dame de Namur.  Within this class, students study women who have significantly contributed to humankind are models for their own spiritual and personal journey.  The second semester includes an overview of the Hebrew Scriptures that examines the formation of scripture and how the study of scripture contributes to ongoing spiritual growth.

Course Outcomes

In this course students will:

· Understand the various ways in which she is growing; as an individual and as a member of the community

· See herself as a woman who “walks in a powerful path” of women who have contributed, through their spirituality, to humankind

· Come to a deeper understanding of the mystery of God through study and personal reflection

· Explore many images of God through projects and class experiences
· Experience various forms of liturgical and ritual prayer
· Experience the men and women of faith who have come before her through study of the Hebrew Scriptures using a Catholic contextual approach to Scripture Study

Assignments

Throughout the course, students will be assigned a number of in-class as well as out-of-class assignments. All assignments are to be completed and submitted on time. Assignments will be assessed according to a point scale – for example, each journal entry is worth ten points. You will be told in advance the point value for other assignments and major projects. The grade for each six-week grading period is determined from the total number of individual points divided by the maximum points possible. The Final Semester grade will be based on the cumulative grade for the semester (90%) and the Final (10%).

Religious Studies Department Late Work Policy:

Work assigned in Religious Studies classes is to be completed on time and with thoughtful effort.  The purpose of homework and projects is to provide students with important course content, to offer opportunities to engage in critical thinking and self-reflection, as well as to assess comprehension.  In the event that a student anticipates that work will not be submitted on time, the student needs to communicate with the teacher prior to the due date to determine when the student's work will be submitted.  

· If an assignment is not submitted due to an excused absence, students will be given a grace period to submit their work equal to the number of school days missed.  For example, if a student misses two class days, she will be given two additional class days after her return to submit her work.  Refer to the student handbook for further information about excused and unexcused absences.

· In the event that a student is in class but the work is not submitted at the beginning of class on the assigned deadline date, then she will incur a tardiness penalty to her work.

· For sophomores, 10% will be deducted from the total grade for each class day that the assignment is late down to 30%

· For juniors and seniors, 10% will be deducted from the total grade for each calendar day that the assignment is late down to 30%

Assignment Types
Written Assignments

Most written assignments should be done in dark ink with legible writing on college ruled paper.  Do NOT use spiral bound paper.  Some homework assignments and reflections, as well as all formal essays, are to be typed, double-spaced and of the appropriate length.  Points are awarded for completeness, neatness, thoughtfulness, and effort.  All assignments should use the following heading placed in the upper right corner of your paper:

Assignment Title

Journal Entries

Journal work is assigned on a regular basis. This area allows for contemplation, creativity, and freedom of expression. The written reflection is a response to a theme, idea, question, or topic and is to be a minimum of 100 words in Fall Semester and 150 words in the Spring Semester of writing. Additionally, you are to give your thoughts “creative expression” with visual art – however, this is NOT a drawing contest!  The creative expression is assessed on thoughtfulness, connectedness, effort, and on time completion (refer to the Journal Rubric).
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Artistic Projects
Students will use creative means to explore the course content in a series of projects.  These will include use of visual and performing arts.  Again, expectation and assessment center on thoughtfulness, creativity, and correlation with course content.
Papers, Projects, Tests, Quizzes, etc.
Tests and quizzes are based on the readings and ideas covered in class.  Students are encouraged to practice their note-taking skills to facilitate their learning and retention of the course material.  Study aids and quizzes will be used to assist you in understanding class material and preparing for tests/ papers/ projects. The final assessment for this course is worth 10% of the total semester grade.

Participation
Active and thoughtful participation is essential to this course!  You will be evaluated on your willingness to participate in classroom discussions/activities, attentiveness to other students, and preparedness for class.  Demonstrating these expectations in action and attitude suggest strong participation.
