Phase 1:

Phase 2: 
Central task: Researching your chosen woman and presenting a written report on her life.

· Timeline 
· Due Date: Wednesday, November 4 / Thursday November 5
· Final report including stained glass, character sketch, and works cited
· Due Date: Thursday, November 19/ Friday, November 20
Phase 3: 
Central tasks: Designing and planning the “table setting” and submitting the draft of the design on paper, along with the toast in honor of your “guest of honor”

· Drafted design of the “table setting”

· Due Date: Thursday, December 10 / December 11
· Typed toast for your “guest of honor”
· Due Date: Monday, December 14
Phase 4: 
Central task: Creating the “table setting” by gathering the necessary symbols of your “guest of honor” and setting it up at school.
